COURSE DESCRIPTION / DESCRIPCION DEL CURSO

An intensive introductory Spanish course for students with little or no previous experience. Emphasis
Is on oral practice of themes used in everyday activities in order to provide the skills needed to
communicate effectively in various aspects of the host culture on a day-to-day basis.

The goal of the course is to enable the student to achieve proficiency in communicating with survival
social skills in Spanish by the end of the semester. This means that you will be able to understand
spoken and written Spanish and to express, in Spanish, both orally and in writing your experiences,
desires, and opinions.

In order to achieve this goal, we continue the emphasis on the use of Spanish in the classroom.
These objectives can only be accomplished through your active participation, both in and out of class.
To be successful in this course homework you must prepare your homework, compositions and
readings, and must study the lesson prior to the class period; while you are in class, actively
participate in the activities.



Our methodology will combine a variety of unique features in organization and approach. The main
objectives are the practice of the speaking skill, the teaching of grammar, and the development of the
reading and writing skills. The vocabulary, expressions, cultural information, and grammar structure
taught within each chapter relate to the situations and provide the student with the skills and
information needed to be able to function within that situation. Each chapter is divided into four
sections, each centered around a communicative goal. The organization of each chapter is logically
and sequentially arranged to allow for a gradual progression in amount and difficulty of material
presented, with ample practice at appropriate points.

The language interaction in the classroom is Spanish. From Day 1 ONLY SPANISH will be used by
the instructor and Spanish will be the only language use by the students However, the emphasis on
using Spanish as the language will be demanded. Because your classroom experience will be entirely
in Spanish, you should preview the vocabulary and grammar presentation in the book BEFORE
coming to class.

It is important to review and to study at least two hours every day.

DEPARTAMENTAL RULES / REGLAS DEPARTAMENTALES

Your participation in the classroom activities is extremely important. Therefore, you have to come
prepared to class and be willing to participate actively in all the activities that your instructor has
prepared. (You are responsible for the grammar and vocabulary assigned for each class. Participation
is defined as your presence in class, your preparation of the work to be covered that day, and your
willingness and effort to participate in the classroom activities. In this communicative textbook,
grammar retains a central position in terms of importance.

Grammar is not an end in itself but has a purpose. The grammar structures are related to the
communicative theme of the chapter. Therefore, if you do not come prepared to class, you cannot
participate. The instructor is entitled to give you a pop quiz at any time.

ATTENDANCE / ASISTENCIA
You are required to be in class everyday. You are expected to arrive on time. If you have a conflict
that causes you to be constantly late to class, you should make every effort to resolve it.

Three late arrivals (10 minutes) will be considered as one absence. Arriving more than ten minutes
late constitutes a full absence. For regular class periods, you are allowed to miss five minutes;
however if you miss more than five minutes, every absence will cost you 5% and it will be deducted
from your final grade. It is important for you to notice that these five times are already excused
absences so that you can use them in case of sickness, family problems, doctor's appointments, etc.

Please use them wisely; otherwise, the effect can be deleterious to your grade. Extra excused
absences are the University ones. But remember that you cannot participate if you are not in class;
therefore it will affect your participation grade. And if you miss a pop quiz or any other homework, it
cannot be replaced.

Through the course there will be quizzes of the topics studied in class like an effective way of
improving the grammar and vocabulary structure of the student so that s/he can participate actively in
class.

The tests will be based on situations, or
oral interviews. Under no circumstance the student will be examined after the assigned in the calendar
(no make-up exams, under any circumstances)

There will be two oral presentations. The instructor will provide the topics o the students may choose
their topic. The presentation will last 5 minutes. The student should use an audiovisual aid. It should
be in Spanish.
